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CALL FOR PANEL SPEAKERS

The CEBS XBRL Network, which is responsible for the creation, distribution and maintenance of the COREP and FINREP taxonomies, wishes to host a panel (2-3 hours) discussion as part of the 17th XBRL International /1st XBRL Europe Conferences which take place in Eindhoven (Netherlands) during the 5th to 8th May 2008, linked with the Dutch NTP Conference.

The COREP taxonomy, which supports Solvency Reporting under Basel II, and the FINREP taxonomy, which supports reporting under the International Financial Reporting Standards are both now widely adopted across Europe, with reporting having started in several European countries in the past year. 
Against that background, it is appropriate that the CEBS XBRL Network should host a panel discussion during the above conferences.

The discussion is intended to facilitate the exchange of relevant experiences between: 

· Supervisors who have providing extension taxonomies and are receiving the first XBRL-based reports.
· Financial institutions that are preparing, transmitting and submitting XBRL instance documents, both nationally and cross-border.
· Software vendors on their perspective of the process.
· The CEBS XBRL Network on taxonomy maintenance in a changing regulatory environment.

Supervisors, financial institutions and software vendors providing reporting processes for financial institutions are invited to take part as speakers in the panel discussion.

Given the success of the COREP & FINREP projects, we would like to explore the business case for extending, to the XBRL level, the degree of cooperation among financial supervisors. Therefore we would also like to invite practitioners in both Securities and Insurance Supervision to participate in the panel discussions.
The three main European Supervisory Committees (CEBS, CESR (Committee of European Securities Regulators) and CEIOPS (Committee of European Insurance and Occupational Pensions Supervisors)) have agreed to cooperate on enhancing regulatory and supervisory consistency across their three jurisdictions. CESR and CEIOPS have recently published European reporting frameworks that have similarities to the CEBS COREP and FINREP frameworks.
